Colossians 1:15-23; Matthew 18:15-18 

Truth To Build Your Life Upon 
 
Ephesians 5:1-2—Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved chil-
dren; and walk in love, just as Christ also loved you and gave 
Himself up for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God as a fragrant 
aroma. 
 
1 Peter 2:24—He Himself bore our sins in His body on the cross, 
so that we might die to sin and live to righteousness; for by His 
wounds you were healed. 
 
Romans 12:18—If possible, so far as it depends on you, be at 
peace with all men. 
 
Ephesians 4:1-3—Therefore I, the prisoner of the Lord, implore 
you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which you 
have been called, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, 
showing tolerance for one another in love, being diligent to pre-
serve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. 
 
Hebrews 12:14—Pursue peace with all men, and the sanctifica-
tion without which no one will see the Lord. 
 
James 4:1—What is the source of quarrels and conflicts among 
you? Is not the source your pleasures that wage war in your 
members? 
 
Proverbs 19:11—A man's discretion makes him slow to anger, 
and it is his glory to overlook a transgression. 
 
Matthew 7:5—You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own 
eye, and then you will see clearly to take the speck out of your 
brother's eye.
