Heeding the Call of the King of Glory

Esther, Chapter 8

Whoever is wise, let him heed these things

And consider the great love of the LORD. Psalm 107:43

I. Consider Your True Hero to be Jesus Christ

A. Pure Love on Our Behalf   


1. God’s love is stunning.  (Contrast Xerxes – Es.8:7-8)
2. God made a covenant of love with His people, and He staked His name and reputation on those He calls His own. (1 Sam. 12:22)
2. Jesus appeared at high noon to lovingly rescue us from our captivity to sin, the world, and our own dark hearts. (Is 49:15)

B. Powerful Intercession on Our Behalf
1. As we come before the throne of God we cannot say, “If I have found favor” but “If Christ has found favor”. (Es.8:5)  
2. He means for us to flourish and grow in righteousness 

C. Preeminent Warrior on Our Behalf
D. Providential Hand on Our Behalf
1. When we talk of God’s providence, we mean several things. 

a. God has a purpose in all that He does in the world and that He governs or directs all things so they will accomplish His purposes.
b. God keeps all things existing and working with the properties He gave them when He designed them.  (Heb. 1:3) The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of his being, sustaining all things by his powerful word. (Col.1:17) He is before all things, and in him all things hold together.
II. Heed Your Divine Calling from Christ

A. Called To a Purposeful Life

1. He has good works for us to do. 
For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do. (Eph.2:10)
2. God has a purpose for your life!
3. God’s sovereignty can be the turning point, however God chooses to work through the obedient actions of His people.
4. Consider where God has placed you right now.
