Esther, Chapters 9 & 10

I. The Reality of the Warfare


A. A Call to War through Mordecai’s Edict (Esther 8:11-13; 9:5-9)
1. Mordecai’s edict paralleled Haman’s.
2. However, the Jews refrained from taking any plunder.  Why?  
3. Esther pressed the completion of this holy war. (Esther 9:10, 13-14; Josh. 8:29, 10:26; Deut. 21:23)

B. A Different Call in the New Testament

1. This type of holy war is not a part of our calling as Christians. (Luke 9:54-55)

2. We live in a new era of redemptive history that was introduced through Jesus Christ.
3. Therefore, when we take the glorious truth of Christ into a hostile world, we use spiritual weapons.

C. Our Individual Call to be Armed and Ready

1. Christian sisters, we must never forget that our warfare is inevitable.(1 Pet.5:8)
2. Our Lord and King is in the business of making us warriors!  
II. The Necessity of our Weaponry

A. Our Attitude  

1. Our battle is not against flesh and blood! (Eph.6:11-1)

2. Our weapons all must be wielded “in the Spirit” to be effective.
